The Balanced Fund invests similar amounts in income
assets which have lower levels of risks and returns and
growth assets which have higher risks and returns. It
aims to achieve a medium level of return over the
medium to long term.

John had $10,000 in the Fund at the start of the year
and did not make any further contributions. At the end
of the year, John received a return after Fund charges
were deducted of $944.00 (that is 9.44% of his initial
$10,000). John also paid $23.40 in other charges. This
gives John a total return of $920.60 for the year.
